The wild rose grows almost everywhere in the prosjrbrightening the
countryside with flashes of pink.

Tree

Lodgepole Pine Pinus contorta variety latifolia

In the early 1900s, the lodgepole pine was primarsed to make railway
ties. Today it plays a major role in Alberta’s ferendustry and is manufac-
tured into poles, posts, pulp, plywood, mine tinsbend other lumber prod-
ucts.

(adopted May 30, 1984 due to the efforts of thealurorest Warden Asso-
ciation of Alberta).

Grass

Rough FescueFestuca scabrella

Alberta has the largest area of rough fescue gnadsh the world and is the
only place in North America that hosts the plafosthills and northern
kinds of rough fescue. Rough fescue provides eswellear-round forage for
wildlife and livestock, and is a symbol of Albedgirairie heritage and the
need for the conservation of our rich biodiversifynative grasslands.
(adopted April 30, 2003 due to the efforts of tmaife Conservation Fo-
rum).

Stone

Petrified Wood

Commonly found in gravel pits throughout Albertainfied wood is the re-
sult of the deposit of microcrystalline quartz e fpores and cells of the
fallen trees of the Cretaceous and Paleocene tid0e®, 90 million years
ago.

(adopted 1977 due to the efforts of the Albertadfation of Rock Clubs).

Mammal

Rocky Mountain Bighorn Sheep,Ovis canadensis

The Bighorn is a majestic, native Alberta animaélstoric remains have
been found in most of the river valleys across Allyeshowing that at one
time large herds of Bighorn Sheep roamed the poaviioday the Bighorn
is primarily found in the Rocky Mountain region.

Fish

Bull Trout, Salvelinus confluentus

The Bull Trout, one of eight species found in Aliaés glacial fed waters, is
often confused with the brook trout, but lacks klagarkings on its dorsal
fins. In order to ensure Alberta’s population oflhtout never becomes en-
dangered, there is a catch and release policy gimgeall bull trout fishing
in the province.

Bird

Great Horned Owl, Bubo virginianus

The bird is a year-round resident of the provinoe gepresents the concern
of Albertans for our wildlife.
