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Dish from the Commish
From the desk of Beverly Simpson Headon

Robert Baden Powell founder of Scouting, organized the first rally for all Scouts at the Crystal
Palace in London on Saturday, September 4, 1909, precursor to the later World Scout
Jamborees. The gathering attracted 11,000 boys, and a number of girls dressed in uniform and
calling themselves "Girl Scouts". This was the first time Baden-Powell noticed how many girls
were interested in Scouting, leading to the formal founding in 1910 of Girl Guides under his
sister, Agnes Baden-Powell. Girls had wanted to become part of the movement almost as soon
as it began. A contingent of girls from Pinkneys Green, Berkshire spoke to Baden-Powell at the
Rally and asked him to let girls be Scouts. Baden-Powell decided to create a similar program for
them. In those days, for girls to camp and hike was not common, as this extract from the Scout
newspaper shows: "If a girl is not allowed to run, or even hurry, to swim, ride a bike, or raise her
arms above her head, how can she become a Scout?" Baden-Powell and his sister Agnes
Baden-Powell introduced the Girl Guides, sometimes named Girl Scouts, a parallel movement
for girls, in 1910. Agnes Baden-Powell became the first president of the Girl Guides when it was
formed in 1910, at the request of the girls who attended the Crystal Palace Rally.
